LUCIFER”S FUTURE 
Although Lucifer stands condemned (please read articles GE-17, GE-18, GE- 19 

and GE-20), his momentum will not be slowed down until Christ returns back to this 
earth at the end of the seven years of the Great Tribulation (Revelation or Apocalypse 
20:1-3). 

 “1And I saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key to the Abyss and 
holding in his hand a great chain. 2He seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the 
devil, or Satan, and bound him for a thousand years. 3He threw him into the Abyss, and 
locked and sealed it over him, to keep him from deceiving the nations anymore until the 
thousand years were ended.”  (Revelation or Apocalypse 20:1-3   New International 
Version) 

Lucifer or Satan and the fallen angels he led in rebellion against God  (Jude 1:5-8 
and 2nd Peter 2:4-9) will eventually be cast into Gehenna, the Lake of Fire, where they 
will spend eternity in torments paying for the sins they commit against the living God. 

“9. Fire from God came down out of Heaven and devoured them.  And the devil 
who deceived them was cast into the pool of fire and brimstone, where are also the beast 
10. and the false prophet; and they will be tormented day and night forever and ever.  11.

And I saw the dead, the 
great and the small, standing before the throne, and scrolls were opened.  And another 
scroll was opened, which is the Book of Life; and the dead were judged out of those 
things that were written in the scrolls, according to their works.
