WHICH BOOK IS YOUR NAME IN?

God has said in Romans 6:23 that every sin we commit (Romans 3:32) must be
paid for. If we do not request that the payment Jesus Christ gave on the cross pay our sin
debt, we must pay for our sins through eternity in Gehenna, the Pool of Fire.

Please take particular note that Apocalypse (Revelation) 20:12-15 tells us that
those whose names are not in the Book of Life will appear before the White Throne
Judgment. At that time, scrolls that detail their life and the sins that they have committed
will be reviewed. They will then be confined to Gehenna, the Lake of Fire where they
will pay their sin debt for eternity in torments.

“12. And | saw the dead, the great and the small, standing before the throne, and
scrolls were opened. And another scroll was opened, which is the Book of Life; and the
dead were judged out of those things that were written in the scrolls, according to their
works. 13. And the sea gave up the dead that were in it, and death and hell gave up the
dead that were in them; and they were judged each one, according to their works. 14.
And hell and death were cast into the pool of fire. This is the second death, the pool of
fire. 15. And if anyone was not found written in the book of life, he was cast into the pool
of fire.”” Apocalypse or Revelation 20:9-15 Confraternity—Douay Version (Saint Joseph
